Meeting Minutes

April 11, 2007
1) The meeting was called to order by Chair Fred Lindahl at 6:40 p.m. Action on the following Parliamentary Items was taken:
a) No introductions were made.
b) The Agenda was approved with the following changes:
i) Move item 4c to 4a
c) The minutes March 14 2007 were approved with 8 in favor and 2 abstentions.
d) There was no Treasurer's Report for March, 2007.
2) Non-Agenda Public Comment. 

a) Allard Jansen reported that he had closed on the Emerald gas station property on Mar 31. Both that property and the one immediately east will be developed in a partnership. He hopes to present the design in July. Planning on 108 underground parking spaces. Development currently planned to be 3 stories: retail (1st), office (2nd), and residential.

i) Aldine Dr improvements still waiting for studies to complete. Completion of project slated for pre-winter of 2008.
ii) Adams Ave Roots and Earth Day celebrations upcoming. The councilwoman will have a booth at these events.
iii) Terrace Park still not officially transferred to the City. 
d) Marlon Pangilinan (ph. 619.235.5293, email mpangilinan@sandiego.gov) reported that there would be a Community Orientation Workshop in early June.

a) San Diego Housing Commission – Victoria Joes Program Analyst and Anne Kern, Senior Program Analyst – Seeking public comment on programs to be funded by the Affordable Housing Fund during FY2008 (7:35 - 15 min presentation/ 10 min discussion).
The Affordable Housing Annual Plan should have a total of $11.2 million this fiscal year. It can be used for Affordable renting, transitional housing, rehabilitation and preservation of older housing, and assistance for 1st time buyers. Monies can be spent across community lines. 
b) Ken-Tal Board Annual Officers Elections – Hileman to present (7:00 - 20 min presentation).
i) A motion was made and seconded to re-elect Fred Lindahl Chair of the Kensington-Talmadge Planning Committee. This motion was approved unanimously.
ii) A motion was made and seconded to re-elect Tom Hebrank Vice-Chair of the Kensington-Talmadge Planning Committee. This motion was approved unanimously.

iii) A motion was made and seconded to re-elect Erich Blase Secretary of the Kensington-Talmadge Planning Committee. This motion was approved unanimously.

iv) A motion was made and seconded to elect Erich Blase Treasurer of the Kensington-Talmadge Planning Committee. This motion was approved unanimously.
